Matters Arising

Ward Forum – due to be held Sat 14th Nov 11am in Contin Hall.  
Transerv – meeting has been arranged for Tues 17th  Nov at 7.30pm in Dornie Hall, with other community councils. Agenda being drawn up by Robbie Bain. Concern that the issues discussed would inevitably be larger-scale problems rather than the specific local issues we were keen to pursue with Transerv, but we will see how it turns out.
Sheil Gala – next meeting 18th Nov. Car Boot sale organised at Inverinate for 28th Nov from 12 noon.
Minor roads & bridges – Fiona was particularly concerned about the condition of some of the minor roads and bridges (some having trees and/or vegetation growing out of them). Highland Council have responsibility. Marina to bring it up with Tech services in Portree.

Shiel Post Office – part-time postal service, at Shiel shop, is due to close. Robbie Bain, of Highland Council, asking whether any suggestions for alternative venue. Question mark over whether Post Office is viable in the area. Berwyn to pursue.
Battery disposal – interest as to what battery recycling facilities would be available for when this becomes obligatory in 2010. Decision to wait and see what recycling container facilities will appear nearer the time – perhaps at Co-op or Kyle service point – and then follow up.
Highland Council ‘Who does what’ – Marina asked to investigate whether such a directory exists and get one if possible.
Website – agreed to leave old website as it is, with clear links to new website.
